Test Case 1.7 - Ordering relationships 
The satisfaction of this aspect consists of providing the evidence that the Symbolic Events include in their definition ordering relationships with other Symbolic Events including delay as described in the definitions. A specific example “Test Cases 1.7” is provided in the form of sheet music images and a textual description of the cases. The evidence consists of providing the proposed SMR code for this aspect, printed and audible examples of music, plus the SMR file formats and the program to produce them.

Remarks

1. The alignments and stem directions are taken from the original Peters Edition of 1900. 

· the symbols in the upper part in the right hand are aligned with the left hand

· the symbols in the lower part in the right hand are aligned to the left of the synchronous notes in the upper part where actual alignment is not possible. This is a (negative) visual delay where the audio is actually synchronous. In modern editions, the lower part in the right hand would be aligned to the right of the upper part, so that stems are more nearly (but not perfectly) aligned.

2. Note that noteheads on adjacent steps of the scale are always mis-aligned in chords.

3. The onset times of individual pitches in the audio rendering of the final two chords should be clearly distinguishable. This is an audio delay independent of the vertical alignment of the noteheads.

4. stem acrossing staves.

5. Simultaneous notes are not aligned in the score in order to avoid collisions, this can be done by adding negative visual delays.  
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
