Test Cases 2.6 - CWSMR + 20th century experimental 
Specific examples are provided in “Test Cases 2.6”  in the form of sheet music images of 20th century experimental notations. Evidence consists of providing the proposed SMR code for this aspect, printed and audible examples of the cases, plus the SMR file format and the program to render them. Proponents are asked to provide evidence that additional 20th century experimental notations can be coded. Such evidence should include both audio and/or visual renderings of those notations.
