Please note that in the following example the Braille of the fourth measure is reported alternating the description of MD (right hand) with that of left hand (MS). Several different renderings in Braille can be obtained by using different rendering hints to produce Braille code with different arrangements of symbols and different degrees of precision or representation.  
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
